AISI Project — Cycle 4 — 2009-2012

Christ the Redeemer Catholic Schools is embarking on a new AlISI project (Alberta Initiative for School
Improvement). The project entitled, “High Impact Learning in Catholic Learning Communities”, was
created to provide students optimal learning environments to improve student learning and enhance
the permeation of faith.

Through the professional learning community model, teachers will collectively engage in inquiry to
analyze current reality, identify areas of student need, and establish goals to improve instruction. This
will enhance student engagement in all curricular areas with a specific focus in language arts and
mathematics. Given the new mathematics program of studies and the on-going goal of enhancing
students’ literacy skills, the formation of CLCs will engage staff in an intentional process to positively
impact our professional learning culture and ultimately student learning.

Faith is the organizing principle for space, time and activities in our community. Integral to the process
of the CLCs is the opportunity for staff to grow as a faith community and in turn permeate the faith in
the broader school community. In addition to common prayer and faith sharing, through ongoing
dialogue and reflection on the theological foundations of the faith and its understanding of the human
person, staff can discern its practical implications for instruction and set goals for faith permeation in
appropriate curricular areas.

The initiation of this project has created a district-wide commitment to continuous improvement with all
stakeholders. The benefit of shared vision establishes specific standards of excellence and creates a
clear agenda for action.
